Safety Corner

Over the 4th of July weekend I wrapped up the 

annual Conditional Inspection on my RV -9A.  It 

was a really long day, getting it finished around 

7:30p. 

With plenty of sun to complete a post maintenance 

flight and re -calibrate the AFS AOA, I headed 

south and up to 3000 ft.  After about an hour in the 

air I headed back to TTD. 

After pushing the airplane back in the hanger, I 

noticed a small gap between the left wheel pant

Down on my hands and knees on closer inspection 

I saw to my horror, the front pant was hanging on 

by 3 loose screws!!! 

The root cause was not finishing a job that was in 

progress.  When I was putting the wheel pants 

back on, I had put the screws in just by hand, then 

put the other pant on, tightened down all the

part of the King Peak Wilderness area. Since I was 

a kid it was possible to land cubs or knockers like 

our Chief on both grassy areas on either side of big 

flat creek. If you look at my photograph you will 

see the south landing area. In 1956 Andy Anderson 

was a salesman for Piper TriPacers and he landed 

and took off his demo TriPacer there with 4 people 

aboard (I was in the back seat).  

In the last few years the grassy area on the north 

side of Big Flat creek has been developed into a 

gravel/dirt strip. It is on a parcel of land that's not 

part of the Wilderness area. The Skylane pilot 

hangers at Garberville and flies over to his airport 

at Big Flats to stay at his small house when coastal 

fog allows.  

Sunday afternoon, the Garberville airport tempera-

ture was 97 F when I took off for home, but I 

climbed to my cruising altitude of 10,500 feet by 

the time I got to Bridgeville, it was 47 F. This made 

a very comfortable flight home in 2 hours and 36 

minutes; much better time than a 12 hour road trip.

I really enjoyed my trip to 

Garberville. With a head-

wind it took 3 hours to fly 

from Estacada (5S9) to 

Garberville Airport(O16) 

on Jun 22. The next day I took my horse pasture 

renter on a flight and he took some photos with my 

camera as we flew over to the 900 foot strip at 2500 

foot elevation on Paradise Ridge. In 1957, my dad 

used his dozer to carve out a marginal dirt strip, 

next to a logging operation. He and my brother 

would fly to work daily, a 10 minute flight from 

Garberville. Dad flew our Aeronca Sedan and my 

brother flew our Aeronca Chief, taking some of the 

logging crew with them to work. Read the captions 

for photo locations. I Also took Dave Sanchez for a 

flight on 24June, and he took some photos of the 

Brown and Marshall Ranches as well as the north-

ern California lost coast (Now found).  

In the 50's Shelter Cove airport was a grass runway 

about 1500 feet. It was a great place to land since 

you could make your approach over the beach and 

land uphill and then takeoff downhill which made 

it a lot of fun flying near sea level. There were just 

3 residences back then but now you can see it has a 

3400 foot paved runway built in early 60's. And 

now it is a city with 3 restaurants, and a motel, as 

you can see from my downwind photo.  

Big Flats has been one of my favorite places to fly. 

It was totally remote when I started flying 55 years
